1) Are submissions judged differently depending on artist’s aged? 

 
Yes.  
Budding artist: Grades PreK-6 
 
Teen artist: Grades 7-12 

 

 Each category has one Budding Artist First Place Winner and one Teen Artist First Place Winner. 

 Each category has one Budding Artist Honorable Mention and one Teen Artist Honorable Mention. 

 Given the high number of submissions, Visual Art ALSO has one Budding Artist Second Place Winner 
and one Teen Artist Second Place Winner. 

   
2) Q: Can contestants submit more than one piece?  

 
A: Students are allowed to submit more than one piece if they are different mediums.  For example, a student 
could submit one painting and one poem.  However, only one submission is allowed per category.    
 
 

3) Q: What are the different categories? 
 
A: The five categories are as following:
