
 

ABBREVIATIONS: dec = decrease, inc = increase, k = knit, k2tog = knit two together,  psso = pass slip stitch over,  p = purl, RS= 
right side, sl = slip,  SSK =  slip 1 st as if to knit, slip a second st as if to knit, knit them together through the back loop, st(s) = 
stitch(es), st st = stockinette st,  tbl = through back loop,  tog = together,  WS = Wrong Side, yo = yarn over, wyif = with yarn in front,

Scarf:   

With larger needle, and color A, loosely cast on 220 

sts. Change to smaller needles- 24” circular size 8. 

Knit 8 rows.  

Change to color B, and knit 10 rows. 

Change to color C, and knit 10 rows. 

Change to color A, and knit 10 rows. 

Change to color B, and knit 10 rows. 

 
Change to color C- the last color, and knit 8 rows.  

Change to larger needles and bind off loosely. 

Weave in all ends. 

 

Fringe:   

Cut 24—14” long strands of each color.  Holding 6 

strands together- attach at the center of that color on 

each end.  There will be 6 “tassel like” fringe 

sections on each end of scarf.  Trim. 

 

Hat:   
With size 8- 16” circular needle and color A, loosely 

cast on 80 sts, and join. Work in garter st in the 

round (Knit 1 round, purl 1 round) for 10 rounds 

total.  Change to color B and work 10 rounds, then 

color C, then A, then B, then C- all for 10 rounds 

each. End with a purl round.  Length at this point 

should be about 8”. 
Change back to Color A, and use for rest of hat. 

 

Begin decreasing, changing to double pointed 

needles when necessary. 

Round 1:  *(Knit 6, k2tog), repeat from * to end of 
round.  Purl 1 round.   

Round 3: *(Knit 5, k2tog), repeat from * to end of 

round.  Purl 1 round.   

Round 5: *(Knit 4, k2tog), repeat from * to end of 

round.  Purl 1 round.   

Round 7: *(Knit 3, k2tog), repeat from * to end of 

round.  Purl 1 round.   

Round 9: *(Knit 2, k2tog), repeat from * to end of 

round.  Purl 1 round.   

Round 11: *(Knit 1, k2tog), repeat from * to end of 
round.  Purl 1 round. 

Round 13:  *(K2tog), repeat from * to end of round.      

 

Cut yarn and pull through remaining sts. Draw up 

tight and fasten.  Weave in all ends. 

 

Fingerless mitts:   
With size 8 needle, and color A, loosely cast on 35 

sts.  Knit 8 rows.  Change to B and knit 8 rows.  

Then C for 8 rows, then A, B, and C again:  6 stripes.  

Piece should be about 7” wide.  Bind off loosely.  

Fold in half and sew cast on edge to bind off edge, 
leaving a 1” opening about 1.5 from one end for the 

thumb hole.  Weave in all ends.  Make a second 

gauntlet to match.  

 

Headband:  

With size 8- 16” circular needle and color A, loosely 

cast on 80 sts, and join. Work in garter st in the 

round (Knit 1 round, purl 1 round) for 10 rounds 

total.  Change to color B and work 10 rounds, then 

color C- all for 10 rounds each. End with a purl 

round.  Length at this point should be about 4”. Bind 
off loosely. 

ENCORE TWEED:  3-color Scarf, Headband, Fingerless Mitts 

Approx. Finished Size:  Scarf: 7” wide x 60” 

long. 

 

Materials: 

Encore Tweed: 1 ball each of 3 colors- Blue, off 

white, red, for Scarf or for set of hat, headband, 

& mitts 

Gauge:  16 sts = 4” using size 8 needles over 

pattern stitch.  

Needles:  Size US 8— straights & 16”, 24” circular;   

Size 9 for cast on and bind off only on scarf & cast  

on of hat; crochet hook for attaching fringe.  
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
