	Workshops: A. WE NEVER EXPECTED THIS!
We all have dreams for our children.  No parent is prepared for the shock of having a child in prison.  This workshop will offer practical advice for parents on how to love, encourage, and guide their children during their incarceration and for volunteers who minister to parents of prisoners.

B. BRINGING IT TO LIFE:  CREATIVE TEACHING
Studies have found that the least effective teaching method is lecture. Yet this is the most widely used method of teaching in our prisons.  We can do better!
This workshop will focus on other, more engaging ways to engage an audience and to instruct them.  Learning can be fun and exciting!

C.  HOPE FOR THE CHILDREN
When a man or woman is sentenced to prison, the entire family begins serving a sentence.  Life becomes a battle for survival.  This workshop will cast light on the struggles of prisoners' children and why Angel Tree is such a vital ministry.

D.  APPLYING SCRIPTURE TO LIFE
A man in Christ is a new creation.  But he is not yet mature.  This class will focus on the Anticipate class and its impact on helping men and women in prison to apply Scripture to their lives so they will leave prison transformed -- not just "religious."
