Competition season is right around the corner and there are a few items that are
needed for you to compete at Dressadeds. One of theafety precautions

required for you to compete at the HITS showground is getting certain vaccines.
Every horse planning to compete at The Youth Dressage Festival must be
vaccinated against Equine Influenza, EH1, and EH4 within six months of the
FestivalL¥ | K2NBSQa @I OOA Yy (A they mdshrécéive SE L
the vaccination fourteen days prior to the start of the competition. As well as
having your vaccinations up to date, you must have an Event Participation
Declaration Form, foundrothe festival website, signed for all horses by the

trainer and/or the parent. This form is a proof of vaccinations. Finally, a rider
needs one score of 57% or higher from any USEF or FEI dressage test of the level
or a higher level from July 17, 2017Xane 17, 2018. A rider may compete on a
different horse from the one on which the qualifying score was received. If you
are a previous rider at the Dressage Festival, you are automatically eligible for the
same level or lower. If you plan to compete in thead line Class, you will not

need a qualifying scoreCheck out the schedule of WPDA sanctioned schooling
shows so you can enter and ghat qualifying score
