LETTER FROM THE PRINCIPAL 
 
Dear Eckstein Community, 
  
We just want to make sure you received the following information, which was sent via a Robo Email immediately 
after the incident: 
 
This afternoon several north end middle schools received “phone threats” within minutes of each other. Eckstein 
was one of those schools.   We responded, followed our practiced protocols and erred on the side of caution in 
securing our building until the end of the school day.  
 
The Seattle Police Department (SPD) is providing extra ongoing presence and is continuing their investigation, but 
has determined that the call is most likely a hoax. 
  
Please know that we take safety in our buildings very seriously; the well-being of our students is our top concern. I 
am proud of how our students and staff responded to this incident.  We will continue to work with SPD and the 
district’s Safety and Security Office to ensure that we continue to respond appropriately.

PE Waiver Forms that are due by 12/1/2018:  At Eckstein, 7-8 graders who checked off "I intend to get a PE 
Waiver" on their subject selection sheet must complete the PE Waiver and turn it into the Main Office no later 
than December 1, 2018.  Any 7th and 8th grader who is not assigned PE sometime during the school year and 
have not completed a Waiver by 12/1/18 will be pulled from an elective and assigned PE in the 2nd semester.  
Eckstein PE Waiver 2018-19.  Students in grade 1-8 are required to participate in an average of at least 100 
instructional minutes per school week in PE classes (60) hours per .5 semester credit), unless such participation 
is waived.
