Businesses, congregations, condominium and
apartment buildings, schools, DASH Bus, and individuals organize holiday
parties, toy collections, and ask friends, family members, and customers to
pitch in.

After collection is complete, thousands of
toys are sorted into age categories and
counted in preparation for the big day.
Volunteer “shopping assistants” aide
parents and guardians to select gifts for
each child in their family, while little ones
are entertained with craft projects.
