Directions:   
1. Cut Night of Navy 8 ½ x 5 ½ and fold.  Then Trim off 2 ¼ inches off the end.  Glue 5 ¼ X 2 

piece of Carried Away DSP to the inside flap. And add a piece of White 2 ½ X 3 to inside. 
2. Run a piece of Watermelon Wonder 5 ¼ X 1 ¾ through the Hexagon Embossing folder 

and glue down to the outside flap.  
3. Cut Whisper White 2 ½ X 3 and stamp the Chick on the front. Using your Watercolor 

pencils and a blender pen, color in your chick. And add the greeting in Night of Navy. 
4. Layer on a piece of Night of Navy 2 ¾ X 3 ¼ . Glue down the one side to the flap.  
5. Tie two pieces of Calypso Coral Baker’s twine in a knot, and fray the edges, add to the 

top of the piece with the chick on it with Mini Glue dots.   

 



Directions:    
1. Cut Mint Macaron 8 ½ x 5 ½ and fold in half.  Cut Mint Macaron 5 ¼ x 4 and glue 

down.  Cut a piece of Carried Away DSP 2 ½ x 5 ¼ and attach to the side 
2. Stamp the Egg image on a piece of Whisper Whit and add a bit of color with a 

Blender Pen and Mint Macaron ink. Pumpkin Pie ink for the feet. Run through the 
Big Shot with the Oval Framelits, and a Basic Gray Scalloped Oval Framelit.  

3. Stamp greeting with Basic Gray ink.  
4. Wrap White Thick Baker’s Twine twice and tie in a bow. Then layer egg on with 

Stampin’ Dimensionals.  
5. Add Card front to the base with Stampin’ Dimensionals. 
6. Sprinkle on White accents  



Directions:   
1. Cut Crumb Cake 8 ½ x 5 ½” and fold. Stamp with the speckle stamp in Crumb Cake. Cut 

Sweet Sugar Plum 2 ¾ X 4 and run through the Falling Petals Embossing Folder, and 
sponge with Crumb Cake ink.  

2. Stamp Flowers from Avant Garden with Sweet Sugar Plum and Early Espresso on piece of 
Very Vanilla  
2 7/8 X 2 7/8 and sponge with Crumb Cake. Layer on a piece of Early Espresso 3 X 3. 
Stamp the background speckle in Crumb Cake. Add a ½ a Lace Doily to the back. 

3. Add to the front of the card with Stampin’ Dimensionals.  
4. Add a little heart from the Sending Love Embellishments with a mini Glue dot, and just a 

thread of burlap tied in a bow with a mini glue dot.  



Directions:   
1. Cut Basic Black 4 ¼ X 11 and fold.  Cut Daffodil Delight 4 X 4, and layer on a piece of 

Pop of Pink DSP 2 X 4. 
2. Glue down to the front of the card, and then wrap around the Basic Black Baker’s 

twine twice and tie in a bow.  
3. Stamp the flower image from Avant Garden on a piece of Whisper White 3 X 4 with 

Archival Basic Black ink. Color in the flowers with a Daffodil Delight Marker. Touch them 
with Wink of Stella 

4. Stamp the greeting at the top with Basic Black ink. 
5. Add to the card front with Stampin’ Dimensionals.
