
A good question:
✓   Focuses on a particular issue

✓   Is concise

✓   Puts candidate on the spot

✓  Informs listeners, including reporters

For an even better question, make it  
personal. Mention:

+    Anecdotes from your life

+    Local facts 

+    Candidate’s voting record and quotes

What to avoid:
✖✖ 	Softball questions, like “What do 

you think about…?”

✖✖ 	Multi-issue questions

✖✖  Rambling questions

✖✖  Long questions

✖✖  Overly technical questions

✖✖  Using unfamiliar acronyms
