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And in the ninth year of his reign, on the
tenth day of the tenth month, King
Nebuchadrezzar moved against Jerusalem
with his whole army. They besieged it and
built towers against it all around.
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R. David Avudraham wrote that the fast of
the 10" of Tevet is different from all other
fast days in that if it falls on Shabbat one
would not push it off to the following day. It
says [regarding the 10™" of Tevet], “this exact
day” like it says by Yom Kippur.

And | [R. Yosef Karo] don’t know where he [R.
David Avudraham] got this idea from.

He further wrote that sometimes the 10*" of
Tevet will fall on a Friday and we will fast on
that day, i.e. Friday, while all the other fast
days will never occur on a Friday.
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In the ninth year, on the tenth day of the
tenth month, the word of the LORD came to
me: O mortal, record this date, this exact day;
for this very day the king of Babylon has laid
siege to Jerusalem.
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The LORD spoke to Moses, saying: Mark, the
tenth day of this seventh month is the Day of
Atonement. It shall be a sacred occasion for
you: you shall practice self-denial, and you
shall bring an offering by fire to the LORD;
you shall do no work throughout that day.
For it is a Day of Atonement, on which
expiation is made on your behalf before the
LORD your God. Indeed, any person who
does not practice self-denial throughout that
day shall be cut off from his kin;
