Okra Soup
•	 3 quarts water
•	 1 large beef bone (plenty of meat)
•	 2 lbs. fresh or frozen okra (NOT WHOLE)
•	 2 medium onions, chopped
•	 1 piece of bacon
•	 2 cans (28 oz. each) diced tomatoes, undrained
•	 1 bay leaf
•	 salt and pepper to taste
Cook meat in water slowly for two hours. Add rest of ingredients 
and let cook another two hours. Add more water if necessary.

How Will They Hear?

Most of us in the United 
States, and especially in the 
Bible Belt, realize that there 
are millions (if not billions) of 
people around the world who 
are not Christians. The reli-
gious and political clashes we 
hear of in the news on a daily 
basis are evidence enough that 
many have rejected or not un-
derstood the claims of Christ; 
but why? Surely they’ve heard 
about Him, haven’t they?

According to the U.S. Center for World Mission, the statistics for 
2017 show that 29% of the world’s population have never had 
any exposure to the Gospel of Jesus Christ. That’s more than 2 
billion people who have no idea who He is. The more troubling 
statistic is that very few people are volunteering to go tell them. 
Almost 90% of cross cultural ministry is among nominal Chris-
tian populations, while only 10% is with unreached peoples. In 
addition, only one penny of every dollar Christians give goes to 
planting churches in these people groups. 
It’s overwhelming to think of getting the Good News to 2 billion 
people, but how can we be a part of reaching a world desperate for 
rescue? Most importantly, God tells us to meet Him in prayer and 
to give of ourselves for His glory. That means learning about and 
engaging in intercession for those who have no one to tell them 
about Christ. It means being givers to those ministries that strive 
to enter cultures and countries that are hostile to the Gospel. It 
may even mean telling God you are willing to leave your creature 
comforts and go yourself. It means sacrifice. As Paul reminds us, 
“How are they to hear without someone preaching? And how are 
they to preach unless they are sent?” God’s Great Commission 
and call is for all of us. Ask Him today how He wants to use you.

The 10/40 Window identifies the world’s most unreached people 
groups between 10 and 40 degrees north of the Equator
