Exposition The part of the story when characters and setting 
are introduced 

Conflict The struggle or problem 
 *Character Versus Character 
 *Character Versus Nature 
 *Character Versus Society 
 *Character Versus themself 
3 Stages of Action Rising Action- Events that increase tension and 

events that lead up to climax 
 Climax- The high point of the story. Usually, at the 

climax, you can foreshadow the story’s ending. 
 Falling Action- Tension decreases and everything 

settles down. 
Resolution Conflict has been solved
