Service Award recognizes outstanding service by 

an individual or an organization for demonstrated involvement in the 

development and implementation of Scouting opportunities for Hispanic/Latino 

youth. The nominee has made a significant contribution while acting as an 

advocate for Hispanic/Latinos, encouraging outreach to improve their conditions, 

and sensitizing Scouting’s and America’s leadership to these conditions. 

 The William H. Spurgeon III Award recognizes individuals and organizations 

contributing significant leadership to the Exploring program.
