We un-
derstand that our salvation is all based in grace, through Christ Crucified!  We are free to 
discuss thoughts, scripture, theology—BECAUSE we understand that our salvation is al-

ready done freely in Christ through grace. 
Trinity—this Sunday, we are coming together at 9:15 to talk about the future ministries of 
Hope and Trinity.  This idea has been nailed to the door…..now let’s all gather to discuss 

and listen to each other.  Hope to see you! - TAMMY
