WHEREAS, Reverend Peebles’ leadership has had an effect far beyond our community through her tenure as
president of the Unitarian Universalist Ministers Association and her service on the national Board of Trustees of the
Unitarian Universalist Association earning her the highest respect in our county, commonwealth and beyond;
