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NCPTA Founders' Lectureship
I. HISTORY

     The Chapter established the Founders’ Lectureship in 1990 as a mechanism to honor those members who have set the standard for effective leadership within the Association.  The award was established to pay tribute to the dedicated pioneers of physical therapy in North Carolina.  The contributions of these remarkable therapist, educators, and humanitarians, cannot be over estimated as guiding spirits of the NCPTA and of the profession at large.  Their professionalism and dedication to service set the standard upon which the NCPTA is founded.

II. PURPOSE

1. The purpose of the Founders’ Lecture is to acknowledge and honor NCPTA members who, through their dedication to the profession of physical therapy and through their visionary leadership, have become mentors to others and who have made contributions of exceptional and enduring value.

2. It provides the recipient with the opportunity to share his/her achievements and ideas with the membership through a lecture presented at the NCPTA Fall Conference Awards Luncheon.

III. ELIGIBILITY

1. The nominee shall have at least 5 years experience in the profession.

2. The nominee must be a member in good standing in the NCPTA for at least 2 years.

3. The nominee shall have a distinguished record of leadership of at least 2 years and accomplishment within the physical therapy profession.

IV.  CRITERIA FOR SELECTION

The nominee shall have made a substantial contribution to the advancement of the physical therapy profession through achievements in one or more of the following areas:

1. Advancement of the interests and objectives of the Association through prominent leadership.

2. Utilization of exceptional ability, vision and influence to promote the science, education, and practice of physical therapy in North Carolina.

3. Service as a role model, providing incentive for other members to reach their highest potential.

4. Utilization of notable talents in writing, teaching, research, administration, and/or clinical practice to assist NCPTA and its members in achieving their goals.

V. PROCEDURES FOR NOMINATION


1. NCPTA members in good standing may make nominations.

2. Nominations should include the following materials describing how the nominee fulfills the criteria for this award:

a) 1 Nomination 
b) The nominee’s curriculum vitae

3. Nomination materials should be submitted to the Awards Committee by the date provided in the call for Awards each year.

VI.  PROCEDURES FOR SELECTION & NOTIFICATION

1. The Awards Committee will review the nominations and select the candidate in time for review by the Board of Directors at its July/August meeting.

2. The Awards Committee Chairman will submit to the Chapter President the name of the member recommended for the Founders’ Lecturer Award for the following year.

3. The Chapter President will present the nomination to the Board of Directors for final approval.

4. The decision of the Board of Directors pertaining to the selection of the award recipient will be final and reasons for the decision will not be disclosed.

5. The award recipient will be notified by the Chapter President and a written confirmation of his/ her acceptance is requested.

6. The name of the recipient will be kept confidential until announced at the NCPTA Awards Ceremony following the selection, and one year before the Awardee is to present the lecture.
7. A nominee who is not selected for the lectureship in a given year may have his/her nomination reconsidered in subsequent years by written request of the original nominators.  Additional support statements may be required.

8. The Founders’ Lectureship will be considered an annual award but will be presented only if qualified candidates who meet the criteria are selected and approved by the Board of Directors.

VII. THE LECTURE

1. The lecture will be presented at the Awards Luncheon held in conjunction with the NCPTA Fall Chapter meeting.

2. The lecture will not exceed 30 minutes in length.

3. The title and subject of the lecture will be left to the discretion of the honoree.

4. The contents of the lecture should focus on the honoree’s philosophy, ideas, and contributions to the physical therapy profession.

5.   The lecture will be available on the NCPTA website for viewing.  

VIII. NATURE OF THE AWARD

1. On the occasion of the presentation of the lecture, the honoree will be presented with a commemorative jeweled lapel pin.  Funds for the pin will be budgeted in the Awards Committee budget (c May 1992).

2. The name of the honoree and the date of presentation will be inscribed in a permanent form on the Founders’ Lecturer plaque that will be kept at Chapter headquarters.

3. The Awards Committee Chairman is responsible for displaying the Award Plaque at all Chapter meetings.

4. The honorees will be provided with one night’s lodging, travel expenses, and complimentary tickets to the Awards Ceremony for up to 4 additional guests.
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
