OUTSTANDING PHYSICAL THERAPIST/ PT ASSISTANT STUDENT AWARD

PURPOSE:

To recognize multiple PT or PTA students who have performed above and beyond their peers.

CRITERIA:

Each Recipient shall:

1. Be a member of the American Physical Therapy Association (APTA).

2. Maintain good academic standing at his or her institution, having not been on academic probation at any point during PT/PTA education.
3. Show a willingness to “go that extra mile” as exemplified by such activities as:

· Participating in legislative events and opportunities;

· Promoting recruitment of APTA/NCPTA members within their program;

· Demonstrates a commitment to learning by seeking opportunities from faculty and fellow students, such as study groups, mentorship, etc.;
· Providing services to society;

· Enhancing the visibility of physical therapy in the local community;
· Demonstrating outstanding qualities as a student on clinical rotations as noted on CPI’s;

· Demonstrating commitment and skills as an early researcher (PT Student).

SUPPORT DOCUMENTS NEEDED:

Nominator(s) are to send narrative support statements from two (2) or more NCPTA members describing how the nominee fulfills the criteria for the award PLUS the nominee’s curriculum vitae.
NATURE OF THE AWARD:

1. An award or certificate of recognition will be presented to the Awardee at the NCPTA Fall awards ceremony.

2. Award recipients will be provided with complimentary tickets to the Awards Ceremony for up to 2 additional guests.
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
