No one should
attend Safe Environment Training until their fingerprints have cleared. Continued employment/volunteer status requires that
you attend one of these sessions. Please contact the parish secretary at the location you wish to attend with your name
and telephone number at least two weeks prior to the training. Please share this information with all parish/school staff and
volunteers.
