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     TAKING CARE OF BUSINESS 
Something is amiss. Moshe comes down from Har Sinai and 
meets Yehoshua who has been camped by the mountain for 
forty days waiting for Moshe to come back. The two of them 
make their way to the camp, Moshe carrying the heavy 
sapphire Ten Commandments. As they approach the camp, to 
their horror, they find the image of a gold calf. The Eirev Rav 
and a group of Jews dance around & sing with great joy. 
Moshe cannot tolerate this! He throws down the Luchot, 
shattering them into many pieces, shouting at the Jews, "It's 
not even 40 days since Hashem, Himself, spoke to you, and 
now you have mocked His laws and created an idol."  

The next morning Moshe burns the golden calf & grinds the 
gold into fine powder, mixes it w/water and makes the Jews 
drink. Why? You're not allowed to kill a sinner unless he's 
been warned. On top of that, a lot of Jews were bullied into 
worshipping the golden calf. So you can't tell who really 
sinned, who was forced and who was just standing around. 
Anyone who’s innocent is not affected by the drink. But 
whoever took part in the idolatry finds the mixture to be a belly 
bloating experience. Their stomachs get bigger & bigger until 
they pop! Moshe says that whoever did not donate any gold to 
the Eigel Hazahav (idol of gold) should come to him. Most of 
Bnai Yisrael did not take part in this sin. But pockets of 
sinners from every shevet taint the 12 sh'vatim. Only Shevet 
Levi, and the Nesiyim have resisted the rebellion. Peer 
pressure is a powerful force. Read the rest of the parsha and 
you’ll see that Hashem is very merciful, but not to everyone.

DID YOU KNOW….. 

Did you know that the creation of the state of Israel in 1948 

was quite harmful to nearly a million Jews living in Arab 

countries? Much is heard about the plight of the Palestinian 

refugees from the aftermath of the War of Independence & 

1967 Six Day War, but little is said about the Jews who were 

forced to flee from Arab states. There were 820,000 Jewish 

refugees from Arab states between 1948-1972; nearly all of 

which had their properties and possessions confiscated by 

their countries… the UN has never tried to get compensation 

for these Jews.
