Are you interested in learning or developing skills in lacrosse?  Lacrosse is the fastest growing team sport in the 
country.  The state of Indiana currently has 43 Varsity High School programs and 8 Club High School partici-
pants.  Fort Wayne has 6 programs: Bishop Dwenger, Bishop Luers, Carroll, Concordia, Homestead, and Snid-
er.  Teams have continued to expand every year in all areas of the state.  There is also a rapid growth of teams at 
the college level in the region including University of Indianapolis, Trine, Indiana Tech, Wabash, DePauw, 
Lourdes, Ohio Northern and this number continues to grow annually.  Lacrosse is one of the fastest growing team 
sports in the country and scholarships are increasingly available at the college level.  
 
The purpose of this camp is to provide an opportunity for students (1st-8th grade) to be introduced to or enhance 
skills in the sport of lacrosse to help improve the competitiveness and growth of lacrosse in the Fort Wayne and 
surrounding areas.  This camp is open to both boys and girls with boys youth rules.  Sessions will be divided into 
two age groups, students entering 1st-4th, and students entering 5th-8th.  Instruction will focus on skill building of 
passing and fundamentals as well as basic rules knowledge and play of game.  The camp will run for 7 weeks and 
sessions will be 1 and a half hours long.  Player will need to have their own lacrosse stick.  Equipment can be 
rented for an annual fee.  Necessary equipment includes helmet, shoulder pads, arm pads, gloves and mouth-
piece.  Players will be provided with a reversible jersey.  
  
Camp will be directed by Terry Nichter, member of St. Joseph Hessen Cassel. Coach Nichter coached college la-
crosse for 8 years at Indiana Tech and led the Warriors to 2 MCLA National Tournament appearances.  He has 
also been a US Lacrosse Certified Official since 2003 and a member of the National Intercollegiate Lacrosse Offi-
cials Association for the last 3 seasons.  The camp also will feature guest coaches and players from local high 
school and college programs.
