♦  Fiat Chrysler said its recalling more than 1.9 million vehicles
worldwide because their air bags might not deploy in a crash.  Three
deaths and five injuries may be related to the issue.  Vehicles in-
volved are: 2010 Chrysler Sebring, 2010 Chrysler Cirrus, 2011-2014
Chrysler 200, 2010-2012 Dodge Caliber, 2010-2014 Dodge Avenger,
2010-2014 Jeep Patriot and 2010-2014 Jeep Compass.

♦     WOMAN  CHARGED  WITH  MURDER
     A Cartersville woman has been arrested for the murder of her
husband in 2013.  The Cobb County Police Department said Sharon
Ann Poss, 57, was arrested in Cartersville Wednesday evening for
the murder of her husband, Frank William Davidson, 60.  Officers
were called to a home on Paul Samuel Rd., near Kennesaw, where
they found Davidson's body in the carport.  He died from a gunshot
wound.  Poss, 57, 18 1/2 Montgomery St., Cartersville, is charged
with felony murder and aggravated assault.  She is being held in the
Cobb Co. Adult Detention Center.

♦  KINGSTON  MAN  INVOLVED  IN  CRASH
     Cobb Co. Police said a Bartow Co.man was involved in a fatal
collision which occurred on I-75 Northbound, north of Windy Hill
Rd., early Thursday morning.  An unidentified rider of a Suzuki
sport bike was traveling north  when a commercial truck went into
the lane occupied by the motorcycle.  As the rider attempted to avoid
a collision, the Suzuki's swing arm, which had been improperly re-
paired or modified failed causing the rider to lose control.  The mo-
torcycle and rider came to rest in the northbound travel lanes.  A
2013 Mack Truck Tractor, operated by Kevin Sinyard, Kingston,
was traveling north and struck the rider lying in the road.  The first
commercial truck didn't stop and hasn't been identified.  Sinyard did
not stop at the scene but called police when he realized his vehicle
had collided with the rider.  No charges are expected to be filed.
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
