
Your child is expected to bring for water days:  
1. Swimsuit  
2. Sunscreen 
3. Towel  
4. See dress code for shoe options. 
 
 

PARENTS: 
Please apply suntan lotion BEFORE your child 
attends SDC.  SDC staff will not apply lotion before 
the children leave for the beach.  Children in grades  
1-4 will wear a shirt to protect their skin at the beach 
and staff will reapply sunscreen at the lunch break.  
Grade 5-8 youth are asked to apply their own  
sunscreen and to seek assistance from the staff if 
needed. 

Remember to check the box on the contract if you want 
your child to attend a beach day. Those campers who are 
not attending a beach day will join the on-campus  
programming for the day.  
 
No additional fees will be applied for water days for those 
campers who wish to participate.

 Your child is expected to bring to the beach: 
1. A towel, backpack/beach tote and a full water bottle. 
2. A lunch. Grades 5-8  may buy at the beach. 
3. Suntan lotion labeled with your child’s full name. **Provide 

a suntan lotion suitable for the skin type of your child. 
4. A swimsuit. A T-shirt (grades 5-8) to prevent sunburn or to 

cover up when out of the water. 
5. Grades 3-8 may bring small beach chairs and umbrellas. 
6. Grades 5-8 may bring boogie boards.  No surfboards or 

skimmers. 
7.  REMEMBER: Your child is expected to carry everything         
      he/she brings to the beach. 
8.  No Flip Flops may be worn on the bus, shoes or  
      sandals with back strap only. (Flip flops may be worn 
      at the beach once on the sand.) 

Zion SDC will provide: 
1. Drinks . . . SDC will provide a cold fruit drink for lunch. 
2. EZ-Up for the children to share. 
3.   T-shirts for grades 1-4 to wear while at the beach. 
 
Note: At no time is Zion Summer Day Camp or its employees responsible 
for a child’s beach item (i.e. towel, lotion, backpack, chair or boogie board) 
that have been misplaced/stolen while on or off campus. The SDC staff will 
do their best to help a child search for their personal belongings without 
jeopardizing their responsibility to the group as a whole.
