3. All units and participants must be fully covered by their insurance and have signed waivers submitted with the

Day of Parade:   
  

 Parade line-up  begins at 1:45 PM  

 Roads will be closed at 2:45 PM to all traffic.   

  Parade begins at 3:00 PM 

 All walking units are to line up at the Palm Harbor Presbyterian Church located at 2021 Nebraska Ave.   

 Motorized units line-up in the west lane of Westlake Blvd. Line-up positions will be according to arrival. 
Enter from Alderman Road only!   

 Animals and other assigned units will line up on Nebraska Ave., east of the church.  
o All animal holders will provide their own pooper scooper and removal. 

 Scouts – Attach a 3x5 card to your child’s shirt with the name of their troop number on it. A helper will 
escort your child to their troop.   

 All units MUST continue to the end of the Parade route and disembark along 11th street at designated 
area.   

 Santa will be at Jones Plaza immediately following the parade.

 NO items shall be distributed from vehicles.
