GRANT REQUEST GUIDELINES:  
 Congregations are limited to one grant and may not be used in conjunction with other Minnesota 

Conference UCC grants. Grants are for the Conference fiscal year (October 1, 2016-Sept 30, 2017). 
 Grants will be given for up to $75 per youth participant (grant amounts may include adult leaders 

for youth trips, but not adult participants for intergenerational trips). 
 Grants will be doubled (up to $150 per youth participant) if attending a Mission Week at Pilgrim 

Point Camp in Alexandria, MN 
 Applications are due by Friday, December 30, 2016 – applications received after the deadline may 

receive grant dollars if funds are still available. Notification of grant amounts will come two weeks 
after the deadline. 

  

Grant are determined by the total requested, the number of churches applying and the overall trip budget. 
Priority is given to congregations using the Mission/Service Trip Grant at Pilgrim Point Camp.
