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As staff members and volunteers interact with children and
teens our first and foremost concern is to keep children from
harm. This session will review protocols for supervision and
sound practices for preventing abuse by managing risks. We
will assess daily activities and develop protocols for age-
appropriate supervision and interactions with children.

Keep your school-agers busy this summer while building
teamwork, problem solving and communicative skills. Partici-
pants will have the opportunity to learn about activities that
compliment academic learning and creative ways to ignite
children’s passion for learning. You will receive an array of
ideas, websites, and resources to use in your program.
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
