The
opportunities | had at the school to regularly volunteer, keep active, and keep up my sewing allowed me
to finish my hours for my gold award!

| am sharing this opportunity because it is truly life changing and unfortunately not that many people
know about it! The selection process happens once a year, with the application opening in August and
closing in November. Generally students are in grade 11 when they apply, and if selected, will spend two
years completing the International Baccalaureate diploma at a UWC anywhere from Vancouver Island,
the USA, Hong Kong, Norway, Wales, Italy,
India and so many more!
