This exhibit includes ten pieces selected and custom framed for the permanent art collection housed on the main floor at East High School (Southeast corridor).  

· Carla Madison Rec Center (2401 E Colfax Ave) featuring dance and theatrical performances.

· East High School (1600 City Park Esplanade) featuring two- and three-dimensional visual art, outside arts/crafts, poetry/prose reading, speech, instrumental, theatrical, and vocal performances.  In addition, experience the artistry of robotics in the Engineering building and free tours that include a museum presentation in the clock tower.

· The Goods Neighborhood Kitchen & Bar (2550 E Colfax Ave) featuring dance, visual, instrumental, and soloist performances.

·   SAME CAFE- featuring Visual Arts, Poetry readings, Spoken word, and monologues.

· Three Lions Pub (2239 East Colfax Ave) featuring instrumental performances.

· Tattered Cover (2526 East Colfax Ave) featuring speech and theatrical performances until 7:00pm in the upper level.

· Velowood Cyclery (2526 East Colfax Ave) featuring visual art.
