ELIGIBILITY Open to Westchester residents age 18 and older. Original work, created by the artist and no older than three
years, will be accepted. All Beaux Arts Exhibition entries awarded “FIRST PRIZE” during the 2016-17 Beaux Arts season (July 2016-
June 2017) will be eligible to compete in the Beaux Arts Finale in July. Artists who won First Prize in last season's Beaux Arts
Finale may enter shows this year in all categories except the one in which they won First Prize in the Beaux Arts Finale.
After one year they may compete again in that category.

SALE Works may be sold during the exhibition and subject to a 20% commission to the BWC and Federation.

Categories

Medium Description Numbering

oil Any two dimensional format that hangs on the wall and uses the medium and 000 - 099
process of oil painting in 90% or more of the painting. Traditional and water
based oils are included in this category.

Acrylic Any two dimensional format that hangs on the wall and uses the medium and 100-199
process of acrylic painting in 90% or more of the painting.

Watercolor Any two dimensional format that hangs on the wall and uses the medium and 200 - 299
process of watercolor painting in 90% or more of the painting.

Pastels Any two dimensional format that hangs on the wall and uses the medium and 300 - 399
process of pastel painting in 90% or more of the painting. Soft and oil based
pastels are included in this category.

Graphics Any two dimensional format that hangs on the wall and primarily uses drawing 400 - 499
as the process. This includes etchings; drawings using graphite, pen/ink,
charcoal, crayon, colored pencil, and original prints.

Mixed Media Any two dimensional format that is hung on the wall and uses a significant 500 - 599
amount of two or more mediums.

Photography Any two dimensional photograph that is hung on the wall and, either captured 600 - 699
digitally or traditionally (and developed as film prints), uses the medium and
process of traditional photography. Photographs in this category must only
have standard modifications such as cropping, shading, tinting, minor color
adjustments, etc.

Digital Any original two dimensional format that is hung on the wall and primarily 700 - 799
created, modified or assembled using the computer or other electronic tools.
The category includes photographs that have been significantly altered
digitally.

Sculpture Any original three dimensional work that does not hang on the wall. 800 - 899

LIMITATIONS 2-dimensional work may not exceed 40” in any direction including frame, and must be wired securely for

hanging. Any individual work of art must be registered in the same category in all Beaux Arts Exhibitions of that year. ALL

ENTRIES (EXCEPT SCULPTURES) MUST REMAIN THROUGHOUT THE ENTIRE EXHIBITION. Awards will be announced
at the reception on Sunday, April 9, 2076, around 3 PM.

DESIGNATION OF AMATEUR OR PROFESSIONAL It is up to the artist to identify your status. If there is a sufficient number
of entries in both designations, there will be separate categories in that medium, with separate awards. Both will be eligible for the
finale where the amateurs will then be competing without the “amateur” designation in the Finale.
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PROCEDURE Deliver to the Bronxville Women’s Club on Friday, March 31, between 5 PM and 8 PM. Entries are to be
removed on Friday, April 28, between 6 PM and 8 PM. Space is limited. REGISTER EARLY. DEADLINE IS MARCH 29! After
that date, only if there is room. Each artist may enter UP TO THREE WORKS. LATE ENTRIES CANNOT BE LISTED IN THE
PROGRAM!!! Send attached application with fee ($30 for one, $5 for each additional piece) to above address with Att; to Balint.

NOTE: In order to have your piece hang flat against the wall and not lean forward, please have the wires attached to the UPPER part
of the frame, not near the center.
