Put-In-Bay Airport (3W2), also known
as Ted Eriksen Field, is an ideal GA
summer destination, especially if you
like going somewhere to do some-
thing rather than just take an airplane
ride. The airport is located on South
Bass Island in Lake Erie fifteen miles
north of Sandusky, Ohio, and about
310 miles west of Lancaster. You can
easily see everything in one day, but
