ÅWe propose establishing a statewide school safety and 
prevention system, with a four-pronged approach to 
improving school safety.

ÅOur model focuses on addressing four significant 
threats to student safety:  bullying, harassment, 
physical violence and youth suicide.
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Our Proposal

Our recommendation includes four main components:

1. Implement effective, evidence-based bullying and harassment prevention 
programs and support resiliency building/trauma informed care practices in 
Oregon Schools.

2. Promote student wellness and enhance youth suicide prevention efforts in 
schools.

3. Implement a multi-disciplinary student safety assessment (threat 
assessment) system to help school personnel identify, assess and support
students who present a potential risk for violence toward others.
