PURIM UPDATE
Our Purim Party at the Diamond Ballroom brought out the best of the Vancouver 
Jewish Community Spirit! Vancouver Young Adult Jews have never looked this happy! 

There was a never ending stream of people coming in all night starting at 8pm until 
well after midnight. Over 500 joined us to hear the Megillah, which was read several 
times throughout the evening, dance, and connect with one another.  The best of the 
Vancouver Jewish Community Spirit!  

The Kollel's outreach programs have resulted in bigger crowds every year.  In 2015 
the Purim Party was held at The Kollel, last year we had to move it at the last minute
due to overwhelming responses, and this year we PACKED the Diamond Ballroom. 

The Kollel works tirelessly to be a welcoming and inclusive space for Jewish people 
to connect and the TWO upcoming weddings of couples who met at The Kollel are 
encouraging evidence that it is paying off!
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This year we expect to host 400-500 people at 
TWO different seders.  For the first time we will 
be hosting a SECOND night seder - Family Style.
