Mission/Vision

The Art League supports educational and fund raising activities, exhibitions, 
acquisitions and programs of the Art Museum of Greater Lafayette. 
The Art League provides members with the opportunity for individual, creative, and artistic experiences, and fosters art and artists in the community. 

Food Finders works in collaboration with other organizations to provide food for those in need and to address the causes of food insecurity in Mid North Indiana.
The Art League has chosen to provide financial and technical support for a Mural Project at the Food Resource & Education Center (FREC) 1204 Greenbush, Lafayette.

Project Goals

Murals painted on the North and the East walls of the Welcoming Room of the FREC will be designed to:

· Inspire and encourage clients of the Food Pantry
· Provide a setting that is calm, uplifting and hopeful
· Make art accessible to Food Pantry clients
Project Description 

The motto of Food Finders, “Fighting hunger, giving hope,” should be incorporated in the design for the larger of the two walls – the north wall.  

Food Finders staff described the desired designs to be diverse, cheerful, bright, hopeful, and family oriented.  Presentation ideas include ( but are not limited to) a family eating a meal together, fresh fruits and veggies, a vegetable garden, a child with a backpack, a window or windows framing the image of a brighter future.

Physical Layout
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North Wall
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East Wall

The mural on both the east and north walls should be higher than the back of the chairs, approximately 32” from the floor.  The murals don’t need to cover the entire width of the walls.  The north wall is approximately 73 ½” wide.  The east wall is approximately 64” wide.
Material

Acrylic paint (for example, Windsor Newton Galleria acrylic) will be supplied by the artist. Thorough cleaning of the surface will allow the acrylic paint to stick.   All needed brushes and equipment will be supplied by the artist.
a. Aesthetic Considerations

The committee will give preference to designs which are realistic.  Designs should appeal to all ages, though not cartoonish or futuristic.  

b. Availability of space to be painted

The room will be available to the artist Mon. through Fri. 8:00 a.m. till 12:00 p.m.

On Thursday the room is open all day, 8:00 a.m. – 5:00 p.m.

With special arrangements, the room can be open on Sundays, 8:00 a.m. – 4:00 p.m.

b. Project sketches.

c. Color palette to be used.

d. Work Plan –estimate beginning and completion date.

e.   Bio or resume – Not to exceed 2 pages (Artists working collaboratively must send resume or background information for each partner.)

Policies

The ownership of design ideas submitted with this application remains with the artist until a selection has been made and a contract signed. The artwork produced will be owned by Food Finders Food Bank.  Images of the artwork may be used in publicity by Food Finders Food Bank and/or the Art League of the Art Museum of Greater Lafayette. 
Artist Selection Process

Applications will be evaluated by a committee comprised of Art League members and Food Finders Bank representatives.  Selection will be based on the following criteria:

· Artistic merit as evidenced by digital representation of past work.

· Experience with projects of similar scale and scope.
· Ability of the artist to complete the proposed artwork within a satisfactory timeline.
· Evaluation of the design proposed and the colors to be used.

Award

Upon successful completion of the mural, as determined by Food Finders Director, Katy Bunder, the artist will be awarded $1,200.00 by the Art League of the Art Museum of Greater Lafayette.
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
