The funding is available as a one-third challenge grant to support the development of new or updated facilities, short-term enhanced or additional staff, new programs, technology or materials to support programming, and scholarships for program clients to improve access to services. Agencies must raise two-thirds of the funding needed for the project to be eligible to receive the remaining one-third match. 
Grant requests may be up to $50,000. Agencies that previously received funding in 2015 are eligible to apply for grant funding again.
