LEAD ROLES:

A young, sexy spitfire who works at Mr. Hart's office. She is proof that there is more to a woman than 
just her looks. 

 
Judy (cast) 
The "new" girl at the firm, she has been burned by her husband's affair and is searching for personal 
empowerment. Insecure, determined, and hopeful. 
 
Franklin Hart  
One of the firm's executives and a notorious chauvinist. He is capable of faking charm but usually 
shows his true colors as an arrogant, self-absorbed boss.
