[image: ]From the Rabbi’s Desk…	
	As I write this article, I am still adjusting my internal time clock and trying to catch up to all my emails, snail mails, and phone calls.  Last week at this time I was leading a group of 33 of us around the old city of Jerusalem with our Israeli guide.  The memories of the trip include dozens of special moments.  Let me share just a few highlights of our trip with you.
	Our first few days were spent in Tel Aviv.  Shortly after visiting the Hall of Independence where David Ben Gurien announced the creation of the State of Israel we went to the Ayalon Institute.  Other than a small welcoming center it looks like a small, old Kibbutz.  But hidden under the old bakery building and the laundry room is a secret underground factory.  Our group learned about the dedication of a daring group of young men and women, many who were new immigrants to the future state, who worked in this hidden ammunitions factory near a British headquarters.  Without their work, which included risking their lives, Israel could not have won the war of Independence.  While we spent less than an hour in the cramped underground facility, they spent day after day, month after month with no sunlight under challenging, stressful conditions.
	From Tel Aviv we headed north to the Golan Heights region.  I loved our experience in Northern Israel visiting the Hula Valley and the little lake.  Millions of birds migrating from Africa to Eurasia often rest at the tiny lake in this region.  Our group divided into bikes and golf carts and spent a fabulous hour viewing birds and other water life as we enjoyed a gorgeous sunny morning.
	I also enjoy returning to the Dead Sea.  It is hard to explain the sensation, feeling like you are in an inner tube with both your arms and legs in the air while floating on the surface.  At one point about 20 members of our group formed a floating circle and began singing Hava Nagila while “dancing” the hora.  Our voices filled with both song and laughter made this a moment I will never forget.
	While one can find spirituality in any location, for me just being in Israel raises my sense of closeness to God.  Entering Jerusalem increases that sense of holiness.  Finally, entering the Old City and standing at the Kotel, the Western Wall, the foundation of the biblical Temple always brings me to a new level of awareness of God’s presence in my life.  Something shifts inside my consciousness as I touch the stones and rest my head against them.  
	On Friday, just a couple hours before Shabbat began, our group arrived to Jerusalem.  Our bus took us straight to the Old City gate closest to the Western Wall.  After going through security, we stood in the plaza before the Kotel.  The plaza was filled with Yeshiva students and tourists and others who had come to welcome the Sabbath.  I shared a few words with the group and suggested they spent time at the wall before we regathered about 45 minutes later.  I quickly left for my own time at the wall.  I knew we would be back there in a couple of days so I wasn’t worried about preparing any notes to leave in the wall.  After taking time for my own personal prayers, I returned to where we had agreed to meet.  I watched as people returned.  Some were joyful and talkative; others quiet, appearing deep in thought.  One person from our group came back completely overwhelmed by the moment.  Tears flowed as she hugged me.  It took some time for her to calm herself.  Shabbat dinner at the hotel later that evening had a different feel than previous meals.
	Each day in Israel was filled with wondrous sites and experiences.  I have already begun thinking about when I might return again.  Hopefully you will join me.

[image: ]Lord’s Prayer

Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be thy name.  Thy kingdom come, Thy will be done....

... and on and on.   So how come a nice Jewish guy like me can recite the Lord’s Prayer correctly, word for word?

There’s a simple answer.  I went through a public school system, and this prayer was part of the regular morning ritual.  We had a Bible reading, the Lord’s Prayer, and the Pledge of Allegiance.  

For the upper grades, a student was asked to select a few Bible verses and read them in front of the class.  In our school, perhaps 10% of the students were Jewish.  The student selected to do the reading, whether Jewish or not, often chose a psalm.  I got to hear the theologically safe 23rd psalm many, many times.  Old Testament passages were also safe.  New Testament passages were done too, but never selected by Jewish students. 

Somehow, we all knew to stay away from awkward parts of the Bible.  We did not do the Song of Solomon, so we missed out on chapter 1, verse 13:  “My beloved is to me a sachet of myrrh between my breasts.”  No one ever chose a selection involving circumcisions, and the topic comes up many times in both Old and New Testaments.  

Our Christian classmates, when selecting a New Testament section, were gracious enough to avoid anti-Jewish verses.  This is from Matthew 6:5:  “... do not be like the hypocrites, for they love to pray standing in the synagogues and on the street corners to be seen by others.”   Yes, there are many anti-Jewish parts to the New Testament.

There must have been a desire to avoid the boring and ridiculous parts of the Bible.  I do not believe that anyone ever selected a chapter from Chronicles.  For instance, First Chronicles, chapter 2, verses 10 to 12:   “Ram was the father of Amminadab, and Amminadab the father of Nahshon, the leader of the people of Judah.  Nahshon was the father of Salmon, Salmon the father of Boaz, Boaz the father of Obed and Obed the father of Jesse.”

At the conclusion of the Bible reading was the Lord’s Prayer.  Everyone sat quietly, with heads slightly bowed.  We could speak the words or we could just remain respectfully silent.  Over time, I learned the Lord’s Prayer just from hearing it.

We then stood for the Pledge of Allegiance, hand over heart.  I am old enough to remember the insertion of “Under God” into the pledge.  It was done as a counterpoint to the official atheism of the Soviet Union.  

The freedom of religion concept eventually took prayer out of the schools.  However, I cannot say that these morning rituals harmed me in any way.  Public schools, I believe, do a great good in putting together students who are not all exactly the same.  We need to be with people who are different in order to understand each other.  There was much for me to learn from all those who were so unlike me:  Methodists, Presbyterians, Catholics.

We were all tolerant of each other.  I think of my classmates now and then.  We are not really very different after all.

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Darkness and Light

Are people basically good or bad?  This is a question each of you have probably heard or discussed many times in your life.  To answer this question, we can look to the very beginning of the Torah.

“In a beginning God created the heavens and the earth.  And the earth was astonishingly empty with darkness upon the surface of the deep, and the presence of the Divine hovered upon the surface of the waters.  And God said Let there be light, and there was light.  God saw that the light that it was good, and God separated between the light and between the darkness.”  [Genesis 1:1 thru 1:4]

Notice that right after God created the heavens and the earth, the earth was empty and dark.  God, then, created light, and the light was the first thing identified as ‘good’.  Another way to interpret this is that the natural state of things is ‘empty and dark’, and one must put energy in to create the ‘good’, the light.

[image: ]In the physical universe, where the laws of physics are operational, there is the law of entropy.  Our understanding of this law is that things on their own will become less organized, things become more chaotic.  This may relate to how we understand human nature.

The natural state of mankind may follow this same pattern, where humans are empty and dark, and slowly become more disorganized, more chaotic.  To do ‘good’ we must make an affirmative decision to create ‘light’.  In other words, goodness can result when we strive for it, but on our own we are part of a dark universe.

Mankind, physically being part of the physical universe, shares some attributes with this universe.  Our physical nature is toward entropy.  The light that God creates could be thought of as having something to do with the spiritual universe, or the moral universe.  Mankind can lift itself up by harnessing this light, by putting energy in to rise up, out of the emptiness and the darkness.

God created humans with the unique ability to exist in both universes at the same time.  We are not merely physical animals who exist in the physical universe, the universe which is empty and dark.  Humans also are in the spiritual universe, the universe where God created the light, and God created that light where it may be able to exist in both universes.

Humans therefore may not be either intrinsically good or bad, but rather we are vessels that have a choice.  We are unique creations in that we exist in both the physical and the spiritual universes.  If we allow ourselves to be dominated by the physical universe, its natural state is ‘empty and dark’, and that will be what influences us.  On the other hand, if we allow ourselves to access the spiritual universe, the light and the good, then we will be able to rise out of the darkness.

Consider that each person can harness this light and reduce the emptiness, and the darkness.  Also, the nature of light is that it can spread to others, since a little light, as you all have experienced, can change the nature of darkness.  Imagine our world if each of us tried to spread just a little bit of light each day.

It follows a lunar calendar, correcting with a “leap year,” which periodically contains two months of Adar. Each Jewish calendar month begins with a new moon. Mid-month (the 15th) corresponds with the full moon. (from PJ Library.org)

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Appreciation of our School Faculty
There is an old, and to many of us very familiar, Talmudic story about Honi the Circle Maker.
One day, Honi the Circle Maker was walking on the road and saw a man planting a carob tree. Honi asked the man, "How long will it take for this tree to bear fruit?"
The man replied, "Seventy years."
Honi then asked the man, "And do you think you will live another seventy years and eat the fruit of this tree?"
The man answered, "Perhaps not. However, when I was born into this world, I found many carob trees planted by my father and grandfather. Just as they planted trees for me, I am planting trees for my children and grandchildren so they will be able to eat the fruit of these trees."
The wise man that Honi encountered was an ecologist and a teacher.   He was willing to plant saplings, water and feed them, and tenderly care for them as long as he was able, knowing he might never know for sure if his trees actually bore fruit.

The same is true for teachers.   Week after week they carefully plan each lesson, lead class activities, and tend to the individual students, as they hope that the cherished seed of Jewish connection will blossom.  Many of our teachers return year after year, in some cases for more than 20 years, to tend to the next year’s crop of young sapling students.   They give of their time and their hearts to pass our Jewish heritage onto the next generation.  From one week to the next, and often from one year to the next, they do not know if the seeds of knowledge and love of Judaism that they have planted will take root and eventually bear fruit.  They lovingly do it anyway.

There is another tale that we tell our students each year.   If you plant parsley at Tu B’Shevat, it will be ready for the seder plate.  This timely reward is also true for teachers.  Our children mature and blossom during the course of a year.   “Teaching moments” are found and critical connections take place in young minds.   Carefully planned lessons really work the way they were envisioned.  Curriculum is learned one week and recalled at a later date.   Kindness is witnessed; the seeds of a mensch begin to sprout.  These faster blooming plantings bring smiles to our teacher’s faces and encourage them to return to the classroom week after week.

I want to thank all of our faculty who plant and nourish the seeds of Judaism in our students.  The faculty is composed of communities within larger communities.   As a staff, we support each other and the school as a whole.   Each classroom is a team of teachers and madrichim taking turns teaching and working together to balance the demands of their personal lives with the needs of their students.  In addition to Judaic & Hebrew teachers, we incorporate specialists in Jewish culture into our weekly curriculum
