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Thirty participants responded to the questions: 

What is the Highest Vision for Peace in Delaware?

People can safely walk the streets of Wilmington at night. 
All who choose to be employed are working and paid well for it. All who choose to follow their hearts have work that they love, working with people they love and who love them. 
All children are receiving excellent care and education. All families are supported with free parenting education. 
Happiness abounds. There is a great feeling of brotherhood and sisterhood among all people of DE. We are experiencing a culture of peace. 
Children learn skills for peaceful communicating as a regular part of their education so they may peacefully resolve their differences. 
We have a new generation of peacekeepers and so courts and prisons are no longer needed. Police are trained in peacekeeping skills and that is now their main job. They mediate and support the peace in festivals, celebrations, etc. They have excellent relationships with the community and are greatly valued and respected. 
There are vocation and education programs that meet the needs of the individuals to help them be gainfully employed. 
Drug problems are no more since people are enjoying their lives, work, families, friends, and communities. The desire to escape using drugs and alcohol is unthinkable to Delawareans who now value Life as the Sacred Life of God. 
Smiling, being kind to each other. Letting cars change lanes. It feels happy, communicating with each other. I hear people saying, “Hello! What a beautiful day. Isn’t Delaware awesome?” Random acts of kindness.  
Treatments for those in pain and suffering. Peace through turning to Divine Power. 
A warm glowing at the center of each individual. Acknowledgment by each to another expressions of loving kindness. 
More breath. Individuals releasing anxiety through the breath. Clearing space for love and peace, thoughts to arise and share. 
Conscious Communication. Coming from a place of self-respect and mutual respect. 
Integration of communities. A block party in Rodney Square. Huge long tables celebrating community. Faith Centers share in prepared food. Locals show their talent. Experience the Joy of being community.   
A listening project: Everyone is invited to speak with a trained listener developing compassion, understanding, and ideas. I am seen and I am heard. Listening and prayer.  
Group walks through all neighborhoods in Wilmington and beyond. Peace Week partnerships continued throughout the year and expanding  into actual subgroups. Prayer, Play, and Peace prevail in the groups. 
Equality for all. No preferential treatment for some and harassment for others. Togetherness.  Looks, feels, and sounds like love. Everyone unites and stops the violence. 
A peaceful Sunday afternoon after service.
People of all ages from all the local churches coming together in an annual parade wearing the colors of the rainbow and symbols of peace. Other community events where Delawareans of different religions come together to connect, play, co-create together. 
Non-violent communication is taught in the schools. 
We all have a vision of hope. We are singing, “We are the Ones That We’ve Been Waiting For (Be the change we wish to see)” and other songs of peace. The song, “This Little Light of Mine.” 
Beyond Differences. Unity through the counties, one large community! Help given when needed. Friendliness. No sound of guns or harsh words. Sharing and exchange of activities and information.  
All can go everywhere in safety (walking in the streets, go to the parks). Downtown Wilmington is alive. People are happy. There are lots of people on the streets of Wilmington. New stores and restaurants are open in downtown Wilmington.  
Truth, Respect, Ownership, Justice. Joy, Love, Compassion, Abundant mental and physical health and well-being for all. Prosperity, jobs, skill training, mentoring, coaching.  
Family connectedness with community. Laughter, smiles, handshakes, and hugs. 
Intelligence. Creative expression. Awareness of Peace. Calm Presence, gentleness, respectful of all cultures, abilities. Welcoming – open hearts, minds, spirits. 
Abundant opportunities and resources. Technical and vocational skills training and education venues in all communities. Multi-generations learning and engaging with each other. Spiritual communities with open doors and no dogma. 
Playful, harmonious, musical, refreshing, rejuvenating, exciting, restful. 
Affordable homes. 
Schools using creative education styles. 
Safe. Culture of Peace undercurrent. 
Peace Walk, Breaking Bread Potluck with all religions. 
Conflict management. Listening Resource. 
People SEE one another, recognizing that we are ONE. There is no other. There is no fear. When we SEE each other as One, our combined light serves as a beacon to all others. Once our boundaries fall away, the other problems resolve. It looks like all residents of Delaware have realized that we are all ONE RACE, that skin color is the same (shades of the same color). It feels silky, smooth, and warm. It sounds like a full concert orchestra in perfect harmony.  
Calm orderly traffic. Respectful drivers. 
Kind and generous neighbors, work colleagues, politicians, and medical attention and support. 
Abundance of food, clothing, shelter, safety for homeless and abused people and animals. 
Feels safe and loving, open. Sounds harmonious, joyous (no gunshots, sirens, screaming). Looks happy, calm, serene, light, happy headlines and newscasts. People acting as One, treating needs of others as if they were their own needs.   
Peace in DE feels like the hug of a loving father, mother, or partner. Peace in DE looks like: We all see with the Heart’s eye (or mother’s eye), no separation. There is a deep desire to care and give thanks. 
Corporate greed disintegrates. Corporate apathy for the laborers of Delaware is gone. The working community is living in peace with one another because individual and family desires are important. Corporate Delaware strives for concern, care, justice for a healthy-minded state of employment.  
Looks like snow-capped Olympic mountains, ocean waves for all to surf on. Feels like oneness, smooth. Sounds like a loud crash of waves, silence of mountains far away.  
Share cultures and festivals. All desire to increase their understanding of each other. All are joyful in bringing change together. 
Sounds like laughing, cymbals, chanting,  song. Quiet soul, peace within each individual. Overflow to others. Shared activities.  
Visible change in the physical areas (environment). Playgrounds abundantly dispersed throughout DE. Children laughing and playing as adults either watch or play along too, enjoying the vibrancy of all.  
Places of worship being frequented by all denominations, races, shapes, and sizes. Genuine pleasure in seeing and meeting new people or longtime friends. A place where children and adults don’t have to worry about where they are going for fear of what might happen.  
No courts are needed, no prisons are needed. 
The Pure Presence of God is felt. Peace in DE looks transparent, clear liquid. Feels warm and exudes love without words. Peace in DE is quiet, stillness.   
Racism ends, fighting ends. People in neighborhoods stand up for peace. Fear is replaced by love and respect. 
There is no road rage. People are patient.  
People seek answers within and are guided from within. People use their creative forces to educate and express love and peace with one another. We put our differences aside in the name of peace and love. We recognize our judgements and let go of them.   
Forgiveness is a priority. Freedom is a majority. Disrespect falls into a minority.  Love prevails. 
There are people who are voices for the underserved. I want to know them and hear them. Let us think/create ways to bring them together. 

What must I release to be the Peace I wish to see? 

Fear of reaching out to others – inhibition. Fear. Fear and judgement. 
The idea that I can’t make an impact. The thought that it is too dangerous or it won’t change. Fear.   
The irritating feelings that destroy my peace. Having to know “how” peace will happen. 
Assumptions that other churches or religions won’t be interested. That it might not happen. Preconceived notions of Delaware based on the past. 
Fear of the unknown.  
Concerns about finding money sources to effect change. 
Preconceived notions that cities are dangerous and to be avoided - full of unemployed drug addicts and violent criminals. Fear of others. I must release seeing others as “other.” 
I must become a Spirit of Love. 
Fear, scarcity, anger, prejudice, judgement, resentment. I release judgement, selfishness, fear, pain. Anger at the mistreatment of us and exploitation of us. I release all hatred, judgement, and fear.  
I release stiffness and inflexibility. 
I release fear. 
I release tension, false beliefs, thoughts of future and past. I release judgement, impatience, superiority, entitlement, fear, disregard, separation, anger, resentment, bitterness.

What must I embrace or become to be the Peace I wish to see?

I choose to become more active in building a culture of peace. I embrace Love, Kindness, One who remembers names, Love, Prayers, the Love and Joy of Life, full of faith that God is looking after our every need. 
Fearlessness.  
Faithful, enthusiastic, full of Love. Be an expression of Wholeness. More Loving. Love, Inner Peace, Joy, Understanding. Peace expressed, openness.  
More knowledgeable of concerns in other counties. 
Positive in outcome. 
Peace within. Just to be.   
I embrace Delaware as a healthy, vibrant, abundant, peaceful community. 
Fearlessness. 
I embrace seeing others as myself. 
I must become courageous, be curious. Any and all negative beliefs I have toward people that don’t look like me . Acceptance, caring, love, compassionate, generosity, peace.    
I must become centered, focused on the Truth, focused on love, generous, kind. A promoter of peace.  
A leader so that others may benefit. 
I embrace oneness, unity, omnipresent nature of God. 
I embrace steady slow progress and my personal peace experience.  
I embrace genuine smiles and happiness to see all. Example of peace, harmony, joy, and abundance.   
I lose all that doesn’t serve me to become everything I can be. I embrace the NOW. I have faith in what I cannot see and in what I don’t know. 
I must become peaceful, loving, patient, forgiving, nonjudgmental towards myself and parts of myself that I do not like or am angry with. 
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
