Who will represent youth at Diocesan Convention, March 31st – April 1st, 2017 in Salt Lake City, UT ?



BASIC JOB DESCRIPTION FOR A YOUTH REPRESENTATIVE:





*	Be present whenever Convention is in session, including small group work, during worship and for shared meals.





*	Be informed and prepared to participate in the discussion and debate.





*	Be mindful that the Youth Representatives to Convention represent their peers across the state and speak on behalf of all diocesan youth.





*	Develop ways to report back to the youth of the diocese after Convention.





WHEN IS THE ELECTION?


Youth representatives will be elected at the Diocesan Winter Youth Event, February 25-26th at Camp Tuttle.  This event is open to all junior and senior high youth.  Candidates need not be present at the event to run, although they will undoubtedly have a better chance of being elected if they are there.





WHAT’S DIOCESAN CONVENTION?





This spring, the Bishop, Lay Delegates and Clergy from all the congregations in the Episcopal Diocese of Utah will gather to do business.  This includes hearing about the work of the previous year, approving the diocesan budget for the upcoming year, electing members of diocesan bodies such as the Standing Committee and Diocesan Council, and discussing and voting on proposals that impact the life of our church community and society.  Diocesan Convention is one of the important ways Episcopalians of all ages can share in the councils of the Church. For 2017, the convention will be held Friday March 31 - Saturday April 1, at the Red Hotel in Salt Lake City, UT (161 West 600 South). 





HOW CAN (YOU)TH HAVE A VOICE?





Congregations are welcome to elect and include youth among their own convention delegations.  In addition, each year the youth of the diocese are invited to elect four senior high youth (grades 9-12) as their representatives to Diocesan Convention.  The election must take place at a youth event to which all diocesan youth are welcome.  





Youth representatives do not represent only one church; they represent the youth of the Diocese as a whole.  These Youth Representatives have seat and voice at Convention.  This means they sit with the other delegations on the floor of Convention and are able to participate fully in conversation and debate on the many issues and legislation raised during Convention.  It’s an important opportunity for youth to be heard.
