Elk County Update: Adoption Event a Success!

The ASPCA is thrilled to report that 139 adoptions took place at the Elk County
Independence Day Adoption Event, and that the remaining cats have been placed with
ASPCA partner agencies throughout the country. The nearly 400 severely neglected felines
were discovered in late June, living in deplorable conditions at a "sanctuary” known as the
Animal Friends of EIk and Cameron Counties in St. Mary’s, PA.




“The community really stepped forward to support this
adoption event,” says Tim Rickey, ASPCA Senior Director of
Field Investigations and Response.

“One of the most surreal moments of my entire career was
standing at the event site wondering If anyone would show up.
When a line of 50 people walked up the hill with crates in their
hands, | nearly broke down.”

The two-day event attracted more than 500 potential adopters.
