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The APDesign Student Video Design Awards

The APDesign Student Video Design Awards celebrates, encourages and inspires the next generation of
designers. The Awards are open to current APDesign students. It's run by the College of Architecture,
Planning & Design, as part of its mission to get people excited about design and about coming to study
at APDesign.

THEME:
Each entry should reflect this year's theme:

“..APDesign..”
Title may include words before and/or after "APDesign”

CATEGORIES:
* 2 minutes or less
* 30 seconds or less
* GIF Production

RULES:

The entry must be the original work of the student(s), hereafter referred to as "entrant(s).”

1. This competition is open to entrants currently enrolled in the College of Architecture, Planning
& Design at Kansas State University.

2. The testimonial/documentary must meet one of the categories referred above in length. End
credits, if applicable, do not count towards the time limit for your video and may run longer
than the allotted time category.

3. Limited use of copyrighted material will be permitted in the entry so long as it is a lawful or "fair’
use, and so long as such use does not overwhelm the contribution of the entrants.

4. Entrants must credit all sources used to create the video in the end credits, or in a separately
submitted “works-cited” list. Your "works cited” list may be submitted to tjackson@ksu.edu at the
time your video is uploaded.

5. Individual entrants or teams of entrants may create and submit entries. APDesign will recognize

a maximum of 3 entrants per submission.

6. Only one submission per entrant, whether individual or group participation.

College and University staff and faculty may provide guidance and critiques but may not
participate in conceiving and producing the video.

Entries forms must be submitted online. Entrants must complete the online entry form and
deliver the video on a thumb drive between Noon Sept. 25 and Noon Oct. 2, 2017 to Thom
Jackson in room 2132G. Please make sure that your finished documentary is under 1.5GB in
size and that it is in one of the following video formats: .MP4 AVl MOV MPG MPG2 MPEG?

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Prize recipients will be determined by judges that are selected by the college. The judges’
decisions will be final.

Special Viewer Choice Awards: In addition to creating an outstanding submission — there will be
a special viewers choice award recognizing the videos reaching the highest audience using the
various modes of social Media (Twitter, Facebook, Instagram, Snapchat, etc). At noon on
Oct. 6 all entries may be entered into live video contest. You will be sent a link to your entry
where you will fill out a short form that allows you to cover the globe! GO VIRAL! The entries
with the greatest number of “Likes” by noon, Nov. 17, 2017 will receive special awards. APDesign
reserves the right to forgo uploading any video deemed to be offensive/inaccurate/ or
inappropriate.

RECOGNITION:
All entries become the property of the College of Architecture, Planning & Design. APDesign
reserves the right to edit and distribute all submitted videos.

APDesign reserves the right to award a secondary prize to one of the top prize-winning entries
(as determined by APDesign judges), based on the results of a period of online public voting.
(See #14 below).

For those participating in a group, the student whose name appears as the primary contact on
the Entry Form will be considered the team leader, and will be the primary point of contact for
the team. Should the team win Grand or First Prize, this student may first be offered the

opportunity to appear on promotional materials or interviews through Kansas State University.
