We 

will work in the food bank for all of Southern 

Colorado, homeless ministry, and we will 

partner with the church where we are staying 

to engage in ministry they partake in on a 

regular basis. We will also have bible study and 

worship each day surrounding Psalm 121 and 

the mountain top experiences in Scripture.
