A dress code enables the orchestra to match visually the artistic unity and professionalism that it 

strives to convey musically in performance. If you have any questions about an article of 

clothing or need help in acquiring an item, please contact the Executive Director Sara. Review 

your performance dress well in advance so you don't find yourself unprepared the day of the 

performance. 

All Orchestras 

Required: Black shoes and black socks/stockings 

No sneakers, sandals, jeans, leggings or tight fitting pants. No bare arms, midriffs, legs or feet. 

Prelude & Philharmonia Orchestras  

Long sleeved solid white shirt/top 

Plain black slacks/full black skirt 

Long conservative dark tie (Boys) 

Concert and Principal Orchestras 

Long solid black dress, ankle length skirt or black dress pants (Girls) Long sleeved solid black 

top (Girls) 

Black suit and white shirt (Boys) 

Long solid dark tie (Concert Boys) 

Black bow tie (Principal Boys)
