REQUIREMENTS FOR UPLOADING YOUR
OWN PHOTO: You may upload a photo to
the template if (1) it was downloaded from
the Digital Asset Hub, or (2) you can
document that AARP has all necessary legal
rights to use the photo, including
identifiable individuals, artwork and
trademarks in text and logo, in this
template.

The minimum suggested size for the photos
is 4500 x 2700 pixels.

Image resolution is best reviewed in
“Preview” mode.
