This gives kids the opportunity to participate more fully in school, and it frees up resources their parents can then use for other necessities. Millions of kids in the U.S. don’t have stable housing, and their families lack sufficient resources to meet all their basic needs. More than 18,000 kids in southeast Florida are experiencing homelessness, with at least 7,000 of those in Broward County alone.

“We continue to be amazed by the generosity of the people of South Florida and how they show up in such a big way,” Buddy Teaster, President and CEO of Soles4Souls. “The Boys & Girls Club of Broward County and Rita Case are incredible partners and we’re looking forward to being able to serve alongside them again soon.”

Rita and her husband Rick became involved with Soles4Souls in 2013. They began by providing coats and shoes to children at Boys & Girls Clubs in Broward County, Florida.
