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THE EPISTLE       A READING FROM PAUL’S LETTER TO THE ROMANS 6:12-23 
 

Do not let sin exercise dominion in your mortal bodies, to make you obey their passions. No 

longer present your members to sin as instruments of wickedness, but present yourselves to God 

as those who have been brought from death to life, and present your members to God as 

instruments of righteousness. For sin will have no dominion over you, since you are not under law 

but under grace. 
 

What then? Should we sin because we are not under law but under grace? By no means! Do you 

not know that if you present yourselves to anyone as obedient slaves, you are slaves of the one 

whom you obey, either of sin, which leads to death, or of obedience, which leads to righteousness? 

But thanks be to God that you, having once been slaves of sin, have become obedient from the 

heart to the form of teaching to which you were entrusted, and that you, having been set free from 

sin, have become slaves of righteousness. I am speaking in human terms because of your natural 

limitations. For just as you once presented your members as slaves to impurity and to greater and 

greater iniquity, so now present your members as slaves to righteousness for sanctification. 
 

When you were slaves of sin, you were free in regard to righteousness. So what advantage did you 

then get from the things of which you now are ashamed? The end of those things is death. But 

now that you have been freed from sin and enslaved to God, the advantage you get is 

sanctification. The end is eternal life. For the wages of sin is death, but the free gift of God is 

eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.

   Let us give thanks to the Lord our God. 

   It is right to give God thanks and praise. 
 

It is right, and a good and joyful thing, always and everywhere to give thanks to you, Father 

Almighty, Creator of heaven and earth, through Jesus Christ our Lord. For you are the source of 

light and life, you made us in your image, and called us to new life in Jesus Christ our Lord. 

Therefore we praise you, joining our voices with Angels and Archangels and with all the company 

of heaven, who for ever sing this hymn to proclaim the glory of your Name:

• If you need gluten-free bread, please inform the priest at the altar rail.  

• If  you do not wish to receive Communion but rather desire a blessing, cross arms over chest at the altar rail.  

• If you do not wish to receive Communion at this time you may choose to remain in your pew for prayer. 

• If you are not baptized but want to explore becoming baptized, please let someone, like an usher, know.  

 A priest will be delighted to work with you and talk with you about next steps.
