. Texas Parents Association membership entries described above must be received online
by 11:59 p.m., Thursday August 6, 2020 or postmarked no later than Friday, July 31,
2020 to be eligible for the drawing.

Mail-in entries must be postmarked no later than Friday, July 31, 2020. The Texas
Parents office assumes no responsibility for lost, late, incomplete, stolen, misdirected,
illegible or postage-due mail entries. The Texas Parents office will not contact persons
who have submitted incomplete or incorrect mail-in entries.

Membership and mail-in entries are limited to one per household, regardless the number
of enrolled students in the household. If an incoming student is a family member in two
households, each household may participate in the drawing. If a family submits both a
mail-in entry and signs up for a Four-Year or Transfer supporting membership, the mail-
in entry is voided and only the membership entry will be applicable — both will not be
entered.

. Winners will be announced in a pre-recorded drawing on Friday August 7 and will be
contacted by the Texas Parents staff individually.
