Add a big tall headboard in 
neutral colour. A padded

Go for symmetry - the same 
bedside tables, lamps and 

symmetrically placed cushions in 
front of your pillows. 

Try to add some black to the room

well as class to a neutral scheme.

Our customer wanted to update their holiday let apartment, they wanted to add colour and modernise the space. 
To achieve this we added three accents colours to create a colour scheme - Navy, rust orange and blush pink. 
We selected contemporary prints for above the bed to introduce colour along with simple soft furnishings such as 
cushions and a throw on the bed to finish the look. Other changes that made a big impact was by upcycling existing 
pieces of furniture to tie in with the blue colour scheme and finally adding some interesting table lamps and plants!
