
Title: “Jesus: Encountering God” 

 

The Lord passed by before him and proclaimed: “The Lord, the Lord, the compassionate and gracious God, 

slow to anger, and abounding in loyal love and faithfulness, keeping loyal love for thousands, forgiving iniquity 

and transgression and sin.
