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Bass Hole Beach Parking

The Yarmouth Board of Selectmen recently met to discuss the issues of illegal parking and 

overcrowding at Bass Hole Beach in Yarmouth Port during the summer months.  

The following measures were adopted to address the issues: 

 Bass Hole Beach will be a paid parking lot from Memorial Day weekend through Labor

Day weekend (8am-4pm). Town of Yarmouth resident beach stickers will be required to

access the parking lot during this time. Daily beach passes can also be purchased on site

for $20. Parking will remain first come, first serve.

o Special parking permits will be issued with existing boat slips and kayak rack

permits in this location.

 Signage will be placed on Route 6A to indicate when parking lots are at capacity.

 Parking will be prohibited and subject to a tow-away zone on Center Street in Yarmouth

Port in the following areas (see attached diagram):

o Along the east side of Center Street starting from the parking area southerly 850’

to a point across from Alms House Road

o Along the west side of Center Street from Davidson Lane southerly 1040’ to Alms
