Then the 
LORD said to me, “The end has come upon my people Israel; I will never 



again pass them by. The songs of the temple shall become wailings in that 
day,” says the Lord GOD; “the dead bodies shall be many, cast out in every 
place. Be silent!” Hear this, you that trample on the needy, and bring to 
ruin the poor of the land, saying, “When will the new moon be over so that 
we may sell grain; and the sabbath, so that we may offer wheat for sale? We 
will make the ephah small and the shekel great, and practice deceit with 
false balances, buying the poor for silver and the needy for a pair of sandals, 
and selling the sweepings of the wheat.” The LORD has sworn by the pride of 
Jacob: Surely I will never forget any of their deeds. Shall not the land 
tremble on this account, and everyone mourn who lives in it, and all of it 
rise like the Nile, and be tossed about and sink again, like the Nile of Egypt? 
On that day, says the Lord GOD, I will make the sun go down at noon, and 
darken the earth in broad daylight. I will turn your feasts into mourning, 
and all your songs into lamentation; I will bring sackcloth on all loins, and 
baldness on every head; I will make it like the mourning for an only son, 
and the end of it like a bitter day. The time is surely coming, says the Lord 
GOD, when I will send a famine on the land; not a famine of bread, or a 
thirst for water, but of hearing the words of the LORD. They shall wander 
from sea to sea, and from north to east; they shall run to and fro, seeking 
the word of the LORD, but they shall not find it.

Jesus is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of all creation; for in 
him all things in heaven and on earth were created, things visible and 
invisible, whether thrones or dominions or rulers or powers—all things 
have been created through him and for him. He himself is before all things, 
and in him all things hold together. He is the head of the body, the church; 
he is the beginning, the firstborn from the dead, so that he might come to 
have first place in everything. For in him all the fullness of God was pleased 
to dwell, and through him God was pleased to reconcile to himself all 
things, whether on earth or in heaven, by making peace through the blood 
of his cross. And you who were once estranged and hostile in mind, doing 
evil deeds, he has now reconciled in his fleshly body through death, so as to 
present you holy and blameless and irreproachable before him—provided 
that you continue securely established and steadfast in the faith, without 
shifting from the hope promised by the gospel that you heard, which has 
been proclaimed to every creature under heaven.

THANKSGIVING OVER THE WATER  
The Celebrant blesses the water, first saying 

Celebrant The Lord be with you. 

People And also with you. 
  
Celebrant Let us give thanks to the Lord our God. 

People It is right to give God thanks and praise. 
  
Celebrant 
We thank you, Almighty God, for the gift of water. Over it the Holy Spirit 
moved in the beginning of creation. Through it you led the children of 
Israel out of their bondage in Egypt into the land of promise. In it your Son 
Jesus received the baptism of John and was anointed by the Holy Spirit as 
the Messiah, the Christ, to lead us, through his death and resurrection, 
from the bondage of sin into everlasting life. 
 



We thank you, Father, for the water of Baptism. In it we are buried with 
Christ in his death. By it we share in his resurrection. Through it we are 
reborn by the Holy Spirit. Therefore in joyful obedience to your Son, we 
bring into his fellowship those who come to him in faith, baptizing them in 
the Name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit. 

At the following words, the Celebrant touches the water 

Now sanctify this water, we pray you, by the power of your Holy Spirit, that 
those who here are cleansed from sin and born again may continue for ever 
in the risen life of Jesus Christ our Savior. 

To him, to you, and to the Holy Spirit, be all honor and glory, now and for 
ever. Amen. 

 
THE BAPTISM 
Each candidate is presented by name to the Celebrant, or to an assisting 
priest or deacon, who then immerses, or pours water upon, the candidate, 
saying 

Vivienne Elaine, I baptize you in the Name of the Father, and of the Son, 
and of the Holy Spirit. Amen. 

Then the Bishop or Priest places a hand on the person's head, marking on 
the forehead the sign of the cross [using Chrism if desired] and saying to 
each one 

Vivienne Elaine, you are sealed by the Holy Spirit in Baptism and marked 
as Christ's own for ever. Amen. 
 
The Deacon lights a candle from the Paschal candle and presents it to the 
candidate, saying: 

Vivienne, receive the light of Christ and carry it forth into the world. 
Amen. 
 
When this action has been completed for all candidates, the Bishop or 
Priest, at a place in full sight of the congregation, prays over them, saying 

Let us pray. 

Heavenly Father, we thank you that by water and the Holy Spirit you have 
bestowed upon Vivienne your servant the forgiveness of sin, and have 
raised her to the new life of grace. Sustain her, O Lord, in your Holy Spirit. 
Give her an inquiring and discerning heart, the courage to will and to 



persevere, a spirit to know and to love you, and the gift of joy and wonder in 
all your works. Amen. 

 
WELCOME THE NEWLY BAPTIZED 
When all have been baptized, the Celebrant says 

Let us welcome the newly baptized. 

Celebrant and People 

We receive you into the household of God. Confess the faith of 
Christ crucified, proclaim his resurrection, and share with us in 
his eternal priesthood.
