I have come to know people who have never lived in a home that contained a bed, a toilet, a washing machine, a
refrigerator, an air conditioner or a stove. Some of these families never owned a cow to help feed their family, or a
bicycle or car for transportation. These are the same people that | see in church worshipping and thanking God for
all of His blessings! Their demonstration of love for their Lord puts mine to shame. But | have also known people
who have never come to know Jesus as their personal Savior, but instead have believed in the power of Satan and
are practicing voodoo. All of these are the people that | have come to love and who have fostered my desire to help
in whatever ways that | can.
