THE FIRST LESSON & Acts 4:5-12

Lector A Reading from the Acts of the Apostles.

The rulers, elders, and scribes assembled in Jerusalem, with Annas the high priest,
Caiaphas, John, and Alexander, and all who were of the high-priestly family.

We acclaim you, holy Lord, glorious in power. Your mighty works reveal your
wisdom and love. You formed us in your own image, giving the whole world into our
care, so that, in obedience to you, our Creator, we might rule and serve all your
creatures.

Father, you loved the world so much that in the fullness of time you sent your only
Son to be our Savior.

At the following words concerning the bread, the Presider is to hold it, or lay a hand
upon it; and at the words concerning the cup, to hold or place a hand upon the cup
and any other vessel containing wine to be consecrated.

When the hour had come for him to be glorified by you, his heavenly Father, having
loved his own who were in the world, he loved them to the end; at supper with them
he took bread, and when you had given thanks to you, he broke it, and gave it to his
disciples, and said, “Take, eat: This is my Body, which is given for you. Do this for
the remembrance of me.”

After supper he took the cup of wine; and when he had given thanks, he gave it to
them, and said, “Drink this, all of you: This is my Blood of the new Covenant, which
Is shed for you and for many for the forgiveness of sins. Whenever you drink it, do
this for the remembrance of me.”

Father, we now celebrate this memorial of our redemption. Recalling Christ’s death
and his descent among the dead, proclaiming his resurrection and ascension to your
right hand, awaiting his coming in glory; and offering to you, from the gifts you have
given us, this bread and this cup, we praise you and we bless you.

Take them in remembrance that Christ died for you, and feed on him in
your hearts by faith, with thanksgiving.
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THE DISTRIBUTION OF COMMUNION

All baptized Christians, regardless of your denomination or church affiliation, are invited to
come forward to receive communion. As you come forward, place your hands out in front of
you to receive the Body of Christ in your palm. Gluten-free wafers are available, just
whisper to our Presider that this is your wish. Those with mobility issues may also receive
communion in your pew rather than needing to come forward. Please indicate to the ushers
that this is your wish, and our Presider will bring communion to you.

If you would like to receive the Blood of Christ by intinction (having the bread dipped into
the wine, without sipping directly from the cup), point to the chalice. The Presider will dip
the wafer into the wine then hold it out to you to take a dry corner in your fingers. Please
then step aside to consume the sacrament. If you would just like to receive the bread, cross
your palms in front of you to receive the Body of Christ. If you would like to receive from the
chalice, you may receive the bread in your palm and consume it, then step toward the chalice
to receive the Blood of Christ.

If you are not baptized, or do not wish to receive communion, you are welcome to remain in
your pew or come forward for a blessing. Cross your arms over your chest and the Presider
will offer a blessing in the name of our Lord. If you are not baptized, but feel drawn to the
sacraments and wish to receive, that is a holy longing! Please reach out to Fr. Aidan or our
church office to discern whether you wish to be baptized and explore new life in Christ. For
any who choose not to receive communion for reasons of comfort or conscience, please know
that we are enriched by your prayers and presence with us, and we are delighted you are
here today.
